What happens if you don't fulfill your 
mandatory parent hours? 
 
All parents are required to perform four hours of volunteer 
service for each child they have in our program. 
The sign up sheet is with SUE ZABAN she will have it 
with her at the game this week.  The deadline for signing 
up for mandatory parent hours is October 5th. If you have 
not signed up for required parent hours by this date, you 
will automatically forfeit your entire $100 deposit.  
Please refer to your parent handbook under "Parent 
Participation" and "Registration/Deposit Refund" as well 
as the "DYFA Parent/Guardian Code of Conduct" form 
that you signed. 
Also, please understand that if you wait until the last 
minute to sign up for your mandatory parent volunteer 
hours, it is quite possible that no opportunities will remain. 
Once you sign up for a particular time, you are committed. 
If, for any reason, you fail to fulfill your commitment, you 
will lose $25 per hour from your deposit. This includes "no 
shows" and cancellations. 
Although our volunteer coordinator (SUE) will attempt to 
remind parents of their specific commitment, the 
responsibility for remembering and fulfilling it lies with the 
parents.
